Pernille Monberg is a native of Denmark, where she holds a

degree in anthropology from the University of Copenhagen.

It all started out with horses for about 30 years — but today
the dogs are a pivotal point in her life: In 1976 her parents
bought two Irish wolthound puppies. They were primarily
meant to be her mother’s dogs; however with her mother’s
unexpected passing just 3 months after bringing the puppies
home, Pernille was given the responsibility of caring for the
dogs. A deep mutual bond had developed between her and
the dogs, so when she moved to a house of her own the

following year,- so did the Wolfhounds.

Wolthounds are addictive; now 40 years on she is still work-
ing with the breed, this has resulted in more than 200 Wolf-
hounds from 29 litters born under the Wolthouse prefix.
The show ring accomplishments count more than 100
championship titles; national - as well as international, a jun-
ior World Winner Multi CH Wolfthouse Pergolesi, a World
Winner, CH Wolfhouse Knock Out, and a veteran World
Winner CH Wolthouse Pavane.

Today Wolfhouse Irish Wolfthounds and their descendants
are found all over Europe, Russia, Africa, Australia, Canada
and the US.

Schooled in the behavioural sciences has sparked Pernille’s
fascination for the social lives of dogs; how they interact and
function as a pack. She has published numerous articles on
breeding, health and the social life of dogs in books and
magazines Worldwide.

She has judged in Denmark, Sweden, Finland, Germany,
United Kingdom, America, Russia, the Czech Republic and
Ireland.

Currently she is working on a health/longevity project, in-
volving data on more than 6000 Irish wolfthounds and a
population of dingoes living in captivity.
